point we took the attitude that a reasonable harvest of fisih shouwid be
made becausc of & reduction of fish feed in the strews due to the disappesr-
ance of the weed beds. From our checks it was folt thel & ressonsble hervest
had been made; iherefore, Lilver Creck should be closed in order Lo protect
the strewm from over fishing this season, I do not belleve the ldew wus
ill-conceived as you suggest but rethier feel that & conslderable wiount of

thought sud sludy has been glven Lo the wanegesent of the stream, ‘e have
had relatively little pressure pleced on Llie Lepartaent {rom auglers to keep
the stresn open or Lo close 1t for the ramsiader of the season.

I eppreciste that in elosiug the stream we have denied some few
people ihie pleusure of fishing the strewn; however, 1 hope that the action
of the Commission is in the best interest of the munurenent of the water.
