Silver Creek Preserve protects one of the last
intact examples of a high desert cold-spring ecosystem
in the western U.S. Silver Creek’s spectacular habitat
diversity, including shrub land, riparian forest, and
wetlands, provides cover and food for over 150
species of birds. The creek is formed entirely by
springs from an aquifer that originated along the Big
Wood River to the north of the Preserve. Silver
Creek’s water temperature remains relatively constant
(50-60 degrees F). Much of the water is free of ice
even during the coldest months making the preserve
an oasis for wildlife throughout the year. Please enjoy
your visit!
